The mem-
brane treatment project was 
a Grand Award Winner na-
tionally, as well as the top 
award winner in state com-
petition.

The first wastewater treat-
ment process to meet the 
“blending criteria” estab-
lished by EPA and the State 
of Tennessee. 
 

The first membrane filtration 
water treatment plant in the 
State of Tennessee.

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The City of Morristown has 
retained LD&A for several 
wastewater system projects.  
The largest project was the 
replacement of sewer in and 
adjacent to Morris Boule-
vard.  The project had nu-
merous challenges which 
allowed LD&A to utilize its 
extensive experience and 
innovation.  The project was 
completed on time, which 
was critical, and within 
budget.  Because of the 
challenges and innovation, 
the project has been entered 
in the ACEC-Tennessee 
Engineering Excellence 
Competition. 

 

The City of Kingsport re-
tained LD&A to review and 

develop a report outlining 
the condition of each of 
ninety wastewater pumping 
stations.  Following the 
study, LD&A was contracted 
to design three (3) replace-
ment stations. 

 

Bush Brothers Company , 
the bean folks, has author-
ized LD&A to develop a pre-
liminary design for a major 
water intake on Douglas 
Lake and treatment facilities.  
Geotechnical investigations 
and permitting are also a 
part of the assignment. 

 

The City of Chattanooga 
awarded a design contract 
to LD&A for a streetscape 

project.  This assignment 
follows an earlier street-
scape project and sewer 
interceptor project. 

 

The Dovetail Corporation 
hired LD&A to design and 
provide services during con-
struction for a condominium 
project targeted for Univer-
sity of Tennessee students.  
Due to the date which the 
developer wanted the facility 
open (fall opening of UT), 
many challenges had to be 
overcome with scheduling 
for a 180 foot high 0.5 MG 
elevated water tank, a 
booster station with teleme-
try and auxiliary power, and 
distribution piping.
